Kachemak Bay State Park Hiking
If you love backcountry hiking, this is perfect for you! Hike 

from Tutka Bay shoreline through spruce forests to lush 

alpine meadows. Expansive views from above the treeline 

encompass the southern Kenai Peninsula, Cook Inlet, 

Halibut Cove and volcanoes of Katmai National Park. 

Guided Sea Kayaking
There is no better way to experience the Kenai Coast. 

Paddling areas may include the Herring Islands as well as 

Kachemak Bay State Park. 

Coastal Tour by Boat
View stunning vistas, fascinating geologic formations, 

birds and wildlife. This is a fantastic opportunity to 

photograph our favorite wild neighbors – endearing sea 

otters and bald eagles. You may also see porpoise, whales 

(humpback, minke or orca), sea lions, seals and sea birds 

such as puffins, harlequins and oystercatchers. 

Seldovia Village
Visit this quaint town where early Russian invaders 

established a sea otter hunting station in the late 1700s. 

Stroll the boardwalk, photograph 120-year-old St. Nicholas 

Russian Church, visit local shops and hike the scenic 

Otterbahn Trail to Outside Beach. 

Halibut Cove and Gull Island
Visit this picturesque community of cabins and summer 

mansions, art galleries and boardwalks hugging the 

shoreline. Sublimely quiet in winter with only a handful 

of residents, the cove bustles with summer visitors. 

Deep-sea Fishing for Halibut
Book a day of deep-sea halibut fishing with a guide. 

This is the most popular and predictable sport fishery in 

Kachemak Bay and Cook Inlet. Trophies weigh 100 pounds 

and up with the average fish in the 20-to-40-pound range. 

Fishing equipment is provided. 

What to Do at Tutka Bay Lodge

Main Lodge
The main lodge sits near the middle of the property. There 

is a main room for relaxing by the fire and viewing the lake 

from our large picture windows. We have a dining area and 

a large kitchen. In keeping with tradition, we serve award-

winning exemplary Alaska regional cuisine. 

We offer a meditative yoga room and wellness program, 

including massage therapy. There is a hot tub on the main 

lodge deck, and we have a lakeside wood-burning sauna 

with a short dock for dives into the water afterwards. 

We have many diversions from the daily routine in the 

main lodge – games to play, an Alaskana library, and stacks 

of stationery and postcards. 

We serve breakfast at 8:00 a.m., house lunch at 1:00 p.m. 

(you can opt to take a picnic lunch with you), appetizers 

including a cheese tasting at 6:00 p.m., and dinner at 7:00 

p.m. Coffee and snacks are always available throughout 

the day at the coffee bar. Winterlake Lodge offers limited 

wireless Internet access.

The Lodge Setting

Trapper’s Cabin
This cabin sits at the far east end of our property and is 

connected to the main lodge by a rolling path. It is the old 

homestead site of Mr. Gene Leonard, whom you’ll learn 

about during your stay. Our helicopter pad is nearby, as 

is our sled dog lot. There is a small garden area in front of 

the cabin. 

The log construction is representative of most old Alaska 

bush homes. Much of the furniture is handmade in the 

Alaska style. Imagine what life was like as a trapper here 

in the far north! 

The cabin has a queen bed located in a separate bedroom, 

a simple private bath, additional sleeping for two people 

in single beds, and a spacious living room. Sit on the front 

lawn and watch the eagles fly by. The cabin is heated by a 

porcelain oil-stove, which your guide will gladly stoke up 

for you before you turn in for the evening.

Guest Cabins

Red Lake Trail Cabin 
This log cabin sits near the lodge on the west side of the 

property. The cabin accommodates seven people in three 

separate bedrooms, each room offering a queen bed. There 

is a private bath and a small living room in this cabin. The 

view of the lake is lovely, particularly at sunset. There is a nice 

view of our front yard and the cabin is near volleyball nets 

and other lawn games. This is a good choice for a family. 

Iditarod Cabin
Carl and the girls cut dead standing trees, peeled the logs, 

and built the cabin on site. Large windows offer a view of 

the lake and the small deck is perfect at sunrise! The cabin 

offers a private bath, a queen bed, and a loft twin. 

Mountain Pass Cabin
The Mountain Pass Cabin is closest to the lodge with a 

warm and cozy open room offering a queen bed, couch, 

table and chairs, and a crackling fire in the cast-iron oil 

stove. The view is lovely from the deck. The Mountain 

Pass Cabin has a private bath. 

Happy River Cabin
Our newest cabin looks over the lake and sits at the edge 

of a fireweed patch. It offers one large, open room with a 

queen craftsman log bed, comfortable reading chair, table 

and chairs, and a private bath. The small cast-iron oil stove 

keeps the cabin warm and comfy. This is an appropriate 

cabin for a single guest or couple.

Winterlake Lodge offers both lodge-based and out-camp 

activities. Each day, our manager creates an activity sheet 

that can be followed or personalized with your guide. 

Lodge-based activities include mountain biking, kayaking, 

hiking, visiting with our sled dogs or taking one for a walk, 

bird watching, and participating in one of our wellness 

program activities. We offer complimentary yoga, stretch 

classes, and therapeutic massage. Attend a cooking class 

in the lodge kitchen. Each day we offer a wine and cheese 

tasting at 6:00 p.m. in the bar. 

Winterlake Lodge is very secluded and offers spectacular 

views of the Trimble Glacier, Hayes Glacier, and a view of 

the entrance to Rainy Pass. Behind the lodge, Wolverine 

Ridge offers intriguing hiking and wildlife viewing. 

Out-camp adventures include exploring vast surroundings 

with our helicopter. We can go glacier trekking, wildlife 

viewing and exploring for gold, or enjoy an overnight 

camping adventure high on the ridge. Guests enjoy the 

thrill of a helicopter excursion along the Iditarod National 

Historic Trail. We float the neighboring rivers; fish clear, 

cold local streams; and explore our breathtaking upper 

valley and mountain areas. 

The fishing
We can arrange fly-out fishing expeditions in our Robinson 

R-44 helicopter where guests can fly-out with a personal 

fishing guide to the hot spot of the day. Fly-fishing for 

grayling, salmon, and rainbows can be done in the lakes 

surrounding Winterlake Lodge. 

On the water
We have canoes and kayaks available for exploring the 

lake and small islands. You will be able to hear the resident 

loon family. At certain times of the year, swans migrate 

through our area and an otter family visits Winter Lake 

frequently.

Red Lake at your leisure
There is a series of trails around the lodge, some of which 

are trapping trails with trapline stations still standing. The 

trail behind the lodge leads to Red Lake. If you walk along 

the trail to the meadow, look for rare chocolate lilies, alpine 

flowers, and plants that will be listed in your guidebook.

Winterlake Lodge opens for the winter season January 

15th and closes on April 15th. 

Winter Adventures
Winterlake Lodge offers sled-dog tours and instructions 

on driving your own dog team. Join Carl and Kirsten 

at Winterlake Lodge for a special 4-day dog-mushing 

school program. We also cross-country ski, snowshoe the 

backcountry surrounding the lodge, and take exploratory 

trips down the Iditarod Trail. 

Our comfortable guest cabins and cozy main lodge are the 

perfect setting for a romantic weekend. All of our typical 

lodge amenities, such as daily cooking classes, massage, 

and yoga, are available during the winter. The hot-tub on 

the deck is a favorite spot to watch the northern lights. 

Culinary weekends at Winterlake Lodge
Kirsten and her chefs offer culinary-themed weekends 

throughout the winter. A typical culinary weekend includes 

all meals, instruction, wine, educational materials, and 

books.

History of the Iditarod Trail Sled Dog Race
In 1925, a northern Alaskan town was threatened by a 

diphtheria epidemic. Sled dog mushers rushed to send units 

of life-saving serum to Nome. The route has developed into 

a major sporting event in Alaska with mushers attending 

from several different countries. 

Known as the Last Great Race, the Iditarod encompasses 

1,100 miles of terrain which includes two mountain 

regions, remote Arctic wilderness, and the severity of the 

ice-packed Norton Sound. 

We offer our guests the opportunity to stay at the lodge 

over the Iditarod each year. Space typically sells out a year 

in advance.

Winter Season
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Redoubt Bay Lodge Rustic and Wild… in the Heart of Bear Country

Main Lodge
The main lodge is a hand-hewn, historic log cabin. Inside 

are two rooms available to guests – the dining room which 

features a deck overlooking the lake, and a kitchen area 

where you can watch our chefs prepare your meals. 

You might notice the weather reporting equipment near 

the lodge. Our managers are also weather observers for the 

National Weather Service and report conditions for pilots 

that fly through the scenic Lake Clark Pass.

There is a small reference library, wine area, and a gift shop, 

as well as a telephone and limited wireless Internet access. 

Our naturalist guides provide the professional expertise to 

explore our natural surroundings safely and up-close. 

The atmosphere at Redoubt Bay Lodge is pleasantly casual 

and “outdoorsy.” Our rustic lodge setting is best suited for 

those who wish to explore our unique and wild setting.

Breakfast is served at 8:00 a.m., lunch for overnight guests 

is at 1:00 p.m., and dinner is at 7:00 p.m. Coffee and snacks 

are available throughout the day.

The Lodge Setting
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Redoubt Bay Lodge Rustic and Wild… in the Heart of Bear Country

Lakeside Cabin
This cabin demonstrates the classic construction of an 

“Alaskan Bush” log cabin. Lakeside Cabin is an original 

log cabin built on the property in the 1950s when it was a 

small hunting camp. The cabin features two queen beds 

and four twin beds plus private bath. 

The cabin is heated by a woodstove located in the small 

front room for relaxing. The Lakeside Cabin is in the front 

of the property nearest to the lake.  

Trailside Cabin
This is the best cabin for anyone wanting to be close to 

the main lodge. It features a nice deck for viewing across 

the lake, one open-style room with a queen bed and single 

daybed, small living area, and a private bath. The cabin is 

heated by woodstove. 

Hillside Cabin
Hillside Cabin is a short, but slightly steep, walk beyond 

the main lodge. This location offers a beautiful view of the 

property and the lake. The large deck is a perfect place to 

enjoy a glass of wine and watch the sun set over the picture-

perfect Alaska Range. 

This cabin offers one queen bed and one single daybed, 

and a private bath. The cabin is heated by woodstove. 

A few notes about our cabins
We offer evening turndown service with optional mosquito 

netting placed over guest beds. 

Our generator is shut down each evening around 11:00 p.m 

and is resumed at 6:30 a.m. If a guest requires power through 

the evening (for a sleep apnea machine as an example), 

there is an additional charge. We offer non-electric lighting 

sources in the rooms for after-hours usage.

Each cabin is fitted with top-of-the-line flannel linen, plenty 

of warm down quilts, and luxury amenities.

Guest Cabins
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After a panoramic 50-minute flight across Cook Inlet from 

Anchorage by floatplane, guests land upon the expansive Big 

River Lake and taxi to the lodge dock. Guests are provided 

an orientation to the physical setting of the lodge and to 

their cabins. Afterwards, an adventure plan is crafted for 

the day between the guests, guide, and lodge managers.  

Daily activities include a tour of the lake with a very good 

chance to see bears, kayaking and canoeing on the lake, and 

special seasonal activities such as berry picking. Guests can 

make arrangements with their guide to go sportfishing.

The emphasis at Redoubt Bay Lodge during the summer 

months is on the spectacular natural terrain surrounding 

the lodge, the local wildlife residents, and what we can 

learn from this fragile and special environment. 

Bear viewing
Because of the salmon population at Big River Lakes, there 

are many bears that feed in the local area. We are working 

hard to protect our resident bears and co-exist with them. 

A trained naturalist guide will take guests for an up-close 

and safe view of our nearest neighbors.

The fishing
We are constantly exploring our “neighborhood” for new 

fishing waters and angling adventures to offer our guests. 

We can arrange a fly-out to nearby fishing areas.
